We have tried to make this piece of furniture easy to assemble if the

instructions are followed carefully.

In the unlikely event that you have problems with assembling the

product or have missing or damaged parts, please contact your

retailer and we will assist them in rectifying the problem as quickly as

possible.

Remember we strongly urge you DO NOT use power tools such as drill

or electric screwdrivers as this could cause irreparable damage to

your product and will invalidate your warranty.
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Do not fully tighten the bolts as the

brackets may need to be adjusted

once the mattress frame is attached.
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please note that Bolt (M) x 14 + Flat washer (I)

x 14 are prefixed into parts 1 & 2
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Check that the frame is central by adjusting

the alignment of the frame and brackets

before fully tightening all bolts. The metal

frame should not contact the faux leather

at any point.
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Note:

 It is imperative that the bed is aligned squarely to prevent the frame

 from catching on and damaging the upholstered side rails.

 Please use extra caution when opening and closing the bed for the

 first few times.

 Ensure a similar spacing on each side of the frame.

Attention :

Place the mattress onto the frame  BEFORE closing or this could result in damage to the bed.

(MATTRESS NOT INCLUDED)
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GENERAL CARE & MAINTENANCE

We advise that when cleaning the product that a damp cloth is used.

Avoid the use of all household cleaners and abrasive.

Never push or drag the furniture.

Never attempt to move the furniture when fully loaded.

We advise that periodically all fixing are re-tightened.
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
